She has always been sensitive to violations of the
rights of the most vulnerable groups. Nasta was
sentenced to seven years in prison.

Volha Pjatukh worked as an art director before her
imprisonment. She was sentenced to 10 years in
prison. “Behind bars, Volja is doing everything to
return at least some normalcy to life. She did core
exercises every day, scheduled her meals, watched
what she ate and how much, so she looks very
good,” says Volha’s former cellmate.

Maryja Kalesnikava is a woman who has become
one of the most recognizable figures of the
Belarusian protests of 2020. At the beginning of
September 2020, Belarusian security forces tried to
forcibly deport Kalesnikava from Belarus, but she
tore up her passport. Maryja was sentenced to 11
years in prison.
